Big Idea:
Context is key!

Question #1 (Context)

Ask Yourself: What is going on in the text?

a) What is the setting and what is happening?

b) Who are the main characters?

c) Are there any words/phrases that are repeated?

Question #2

a) What are your favourite parts about Christmas? Why those ones?

b) Do you have any family traditions that you have at Christmas? If so, what are they?

c) What is it important to prepare our hearts to celebrate the true meaning of Christmas (ie-Jesus
coming to us!)?

Because hope is found in God alone, we must trust in...

Point 1: His of Hope: “I will 1” (vv. 1-2)

Question: Sin is our hindrance to hope and only God can forgive. Will you believe this?

Question #3

a) Rd vv. 1-2: Why did the Israelites have reason for hope (Hint: What was God going to do for them)?
b) Why is our sin a hindrance to living in the unshakeable hope ® comfort that we can have in Jesus?
¢) What sin(s) are you pursuing right now that is hindering your hope ® comfort in the Lord?

Point 2: His of : “You must 1” (vv. 3-4)
Question: The way of hope runs through repentance. Will you turn from your sin?

Question #4

a) Rd. vv. 3-4: What picture does God give through Isaiah to show the people what sin does in their
hearts?

b) What does God say is the way to have those hindrances removed if they are to find hope and
salvation in Him?

c) Look back at question 3c above. Spend time in prayer ® repentance for those “heart hindrances”.

Point 3: His of Hope: “ will Come!” (v. 5)
Question: Jesus is God’s promised hope for the world. Will you believe in Him?
